2. Employment Data

Titchwell presently employs 11 FTE staff.  This covers all areas of work from reserve and habitat management through to retail, catering, speaking with visitors etc.  In 2007/2008 the reserve had 12 FTE staff.  There is also a team of 50 volunteers who are considered vital to the team.
3. Additional Comments from Paul Roney, Visitor Centre Manager
· Current visitor spend (2008) is £10.20 per visitor.
· Although our reserve is busy from August through to October there is definite further capacity during the rest of the year for increased visitor numbers.  
· Visitor numbers have fallen for three consecutive years and are on course to do so again this year.  
· The local infrastructure, e.g. roads, car parks and public transport do run to capacity in the summer but for most of the year these services run with spare capacity.
· This reserve and other local RSPB reserves would certainly welcome the reintroduction of the White-tailed eagles in North Norfolk. This inspiring eagle should be back in this country and the socio-economic impact that it will afford will be of great benefit to local tourism.
